Number 15 ("Overly sensitive; feelings easily hurt") due to its similarity to items 14 ("Easily frustrated") and 20 ("Feelings easily hurt"); number 25 ("Shy around others; bashful") due to its similarity to item 44 ("Self-conscious or easily embarrassed ") and 47 ("Shy or timid behavior"); and number 46 ("Short attention span") due to its similarity to item 9 ("Difficulty concentrating") and 13 ("Easily distracted").
