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KEY PRACTITIONER MESSAGE
· WHAT IS KNOWN? Discrepancies in childhood psychopathology reports among informants (parents, teachers, children) pose challenges for clinicians and researchers in assessing mental health. 
· WHAT IS NEW? Our findings show a progressive increase in concordance between clinician and patient assessments from time point 1 to time point 2, stabilizing thereafter. This trend may result from improved clinician-patient communication, greater patient familiarity with the therapeutic process, or refined diagnostic tools. 
· WHAT IS SIGNIFICANT FOR CLINICAL PRACTICE? The improved concordance over time may serve as an indirect indicator of therapeutic success and signal a strengthened therapeutic alliance, reflecting enhanced trust and collaboration between clinicians and patients.
