The SOT panel performed only one round. Thus, it was excluded from the survey. The PWH panel presented the highest rate of consensus achievement (14, 93%), followed by the RD panel (10, 67%) and the HD panel (9, 60%). The PWH panel achieved the consensus on the second round in most cases (8, 57%), while the RD panel, in the first (6, 60%). In Table S1, the list of questions administered is reported.
